Шаблон ответа. Задание 40.1 

Para 1: Topic sentence +Make an opening statement on the subject of the project work 
There are necessary things in books that young people need to know for life and work that they 
cannot earn through experience alone I am therefore currently working on a project to find out 
what types of books adolescents most prefer in hopes of seeing what reading teenagers lack. As 
part of the study, I have found some useful data.  
Para 2: Select and report 2-3 main features (the highest and the lowest 
figures/rates/percentages) 
The statistics in the table reveal two main features. The first key feature that stands out is that 
the most widely-read genres are adventure and detective/war/spy stories. The results are almost 
identical, 55.4% and 55.3% respectively. The second striking  feature is that romance books are 
at the bottom of preferences, totalling only 17.6% of the readers. 
Para 3: Make 1-2 comparisons where relevant 
Another aspect worth noting is that both animal stories and romance books are significantly less 
popular than adventure/detective/war/spy stories and sports stories. Whereas 49% of total 
readers selected sports stories, animal stories drew little attention from the respondents with 
only 27% choosing them. 



Para 4: Outline a problem that can arise from reading and suggest one way of solving it (problem 
and solution) 

The statistics I have presented in the table point to an underlining problem. Many teenagers 
avoid animal stories and romance novels because they are considered childish or too feminine. 
However, there are useful life lessons in these books and they should be read. A practical 
solution to this problem is to assign these genres as required reading. 

Para 5: Draw a conclusion giving your own personal opinion on the importance of reading in 
human life 

In conclusion, I believe that reading is important for people of all ages because it is sometimes 
the only way people can leant how to interact with the world and others. Without it, there would 
be a great deal of misunderstandings.
